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CANADIAN PACIFIC POOL TRAIN No. 559 for Toronto accelerates past the Island Park cros-
sing at Scott Street as it heads westbound towards Carleton Place., Note the approach
signal mast for Ottawa West station behind the engine. This train did not stop at the
station featured in one of this month's articles - Westboro., Engine 1227 a G5b leads
another engine on this longer-than-normal consist - likely a Friday or Sunday pool
train. Engine 1227 appeared in another photograph of Britannia Park farther west.
The photo was used as a postcard and shows the little steam train which once chuffed
around the park carrying children among the trees, The engine appeared in the back-
ground of the picture pulling another passenger train. 1227 was also the last steam
locomotive to haul a passenger train on the Maniwaki Sub. on January 1, 1960. (prior
